The two issues that initiated the Civil War in the United States were:

1. States’ rights

2. Slavery

Why did some people get upset when Missouri petitioned Congress to become a state?

Because Missouri allowed slavery and it would increase the power of the slave states in the Union/Congress

While this dilemma continued another territory would seek admission to the Union as a state.  What territory was it and what significant difference was there about its admission in comparison to Missouri’s?

Maine and it would be a free state
Explain the Missouri Compromise.  If a slave state is to be admitted to the Union, so must a free state

What was the reason that many southerners were against the Missouri Compromise? Because it declared all future states north of the 36’ 30 line had to be free states.  Southerners felt that it should be up to the states.

What are some differences in abolitionists?  Some want complete end of slavery, some worked to actively free slaves from the system, some were racists and wanted to free the slaves and move them to Africa.
Who was John Brown? An abolitionist from Kansas. His first act in Missouri was to free 11 slaves in the night and escort them to Canada.  He also took provisions in the raid. One Missourian was killed in the raid.  He gained national notoriety and became a symbol to the abolitionist movement, somewhat biblical.
